Online O&P Lexicon/Dictionary  
Adds Spanish

The web-based O&P lexicon/dictionary is now available in its 
fourth language, Spanish. The lexicon/dictionary is a project 
of the Canadian National Member Society of the International 

Society for Prosthetics and Orthotics (ISPO). 
The Spanish version was provided by volunteers Heinz 

Trebbin and Monica Castaneda, both orthotists and prosthetists 
and staff members at the P&O school, University Don Bosco in 
El Salvador.

“We would like to encourage and ask O&P industrial 
manufacturers and distributors to participate and support the ISPO 
efforts in providing their own proprietary terms [such as product 
names and terminology] as part of the lexicon/dictionary,” Kaphingst 
continued.

National Museum Seeks O&P Donations

The National Museum of Health and Medicine of the Armed 
Forces Institute of Pathology (NMHM/AFIP) is seeking

S. Reznick, PhD, senior curator. Examples of such technology 
should be complete, but they do not need to be fully operational 
or in perfect condition, he added.

“We would also welcome donations of scholarly papers, 
popular publications, technical manuals, and commercial catalogs 
that relate to O&P technology,” Reznick said.

The museum seeks to inspire interest in personal and public 
health and promotes understanding of medicine—past, present, 
and future—with a special emphasis on American military 
medicine, Reznick noted. A current “Battlefield Surgery 101” 
exhibit includes a selection of prostheses from the 1860s to the 
present.
