Applicants must be under 21 years old or a veteran/
active-duty service member; have a minimum GPA of 3.0; scored in the 
60th percentile or higher on the ACT or SAT; and attend college, uni-
versity, or trade school full time. Preference will be given to a Maryland 
resident. The application deadline is April 6.

n The Kathy Spozio Bridge to Ability Scholarship provides full conference 
registration, lodging expenses, and up to $600 in reimbursement for 
travel expenses to attend the coalition’s 2016 National Conference, June 
9-11, in Greensboro, North Carolina. Applicants must be a registered 
friend of the Amputee Coalition; have lost one or more limbs within two 
years of the application deadline; be unable to attend the conference due 
to financial constraints; and have never previously attended an Amputee 
Coalition National Conference. The application deadline is April 8.
