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Use a heatgun after it is stuck on to ensure it 
transfers properly. When the plastic is cool, 
grind the seam off using the fine sanding cone, 

and then buff it with a 
blue buffing cone.

At this point, for a  
suction socket or simple 
patellar-tendon-bearing 
(PTB) socket with no  
lock, the prosthesis can  
be laminated.

For sockets with pin 
locks, place the cast 
back in the alignment 
jig in preparation for the 
lamination dummy to be 
attached. Use plaster to 
attach the dummy to the 
Duraflex (Figure 7). After 
the plaster is dry, carefully 
remove the cast from the 
jig. If the dummy comes 

off, use Super Glue to reattach it in its proper 
position. At this point, an acrylic socket can 
be laminated using your usual procedures.  Figure 6
